 Beginning, Monday, May 12 and continuing through Wednesday, June 11, I will be on sabbatical and will spend 
almost all of that time back at Sewanee.  One of my two writing tasks will be to complete the editing of a manual on 
church planting for the Diocese of Virginia Commission on Church Planting.  The other will be to get the thesis in hand 
for the STM.  That thesis, already in process, examines the relationship between Holy Baptism and Holy Eucharist and is 
entitled “Baptism, Eucharist, Liminality, and Mission.”    Our last General Convention passed a resolution calling for a 
reexamination of the relationshi8p between these two sacrament with special reference to the issue of the communion of 
the unbaptized, which makes this study an even more timely endeavor. 
 
 One priest friend quipped that being in a seminary library for a month would feel like drudgery.  To me it’ s 
paradise.  Of course, punctuating it with a few Saturday fly fishing sorties helps.  I will be in touch with the church office, 
and we do have area clergy on call for emergencies.  If you have a pastoral emergency, please call the senior or junior 
warden. They will have contact information for clergy on call.  (It is hard to believe that this is my seventh year here.  Did 
my clock speed up or something?) 
 
 The first Sunday I’m away, Sven Van Baars and his wife Jen will be with you.  Sven will preach and Jen will 
preside at Holy Communion (May 18).  Sven will be ordained that next Saturday, May 24, at the National Cathedral, and I 
plan to come back for that occasion
